Baan Nana for a long time because | lost it 3 times! Kru Ngaow (Childlife Director) offered me a job if | didn’t
pass my exam. | wasn't very prepared when | sat the examination and came 5" in my class of 20, however

there was only one scholarship that went to the person who came first.

What projects/programmes currently running?

There are 2 major programmes | am working with at the moment:

. Agriculture and farming. At the shelter we have vegetables, fish farming, pigs, chickens and ducks and |
advise and guide the children to maintain these. On the new farm (see blog article about Childlife’s new
farm at ?) we are able to do a lot more as we have 15 rai (approx. 6 acre). We are trying to use organic
farming principles to teach the children more about organic farming. We did some brain storming with the
kids about what they wanted to plant and grow. We will grow many different vegetables, fruit, fish,
chickens and rice.

Leading the Children’s council (Dek Sapa) — | attend meetings with the Dek Sapa and

oversee and assist with the projects they want to do. At the moment one of the projects is working with
street children and kids at the bridge. We are trying to keep in contact with them and see what we can do
to help. We also visit Burma where many of the kids are from to see what the situation with the children is
there. The Dek Sapa write proposals to me about projects they would like to undertake and a budget to do
this. | help them write the proposal. We get our budget from selling fish, pigs and from donations.

What future projects would you like to do?

When the farm is established and we have a lot of vegetables | would like to be
able to sell some of our produce to the public and educate about the benefits of
organic vegetables and farming.

Next month | will also go to Chiang Rai to learn about making a lotion to protect
from mosquito bites, using natural products. When | have finished this training |
would like to teach some children and use it to help stop them getting bitten by
mosquitoes.
